Dear Participants: These codes of conduct were brought forth to enhance the quality and energies of the journey and to inspire each person to set an intention of creating their sacred space while on the initiatic journey retreat. Please feel free to contact us if you have any questions regarding any of the following points. We will be happy to discuss them with you. Blessings.

During the Mount Shasta Initiatic Journey Retreat:

· It will be of utmost importance to express as much as you can your gratitude and joy of living each moment of each day. This is what will assist you in multiplying your blessings.

· Going within, as often as you can, will assist your discovery of the wonders of your divinity and create the transformations you so desire. Begin journaling to receive the messages your guides and ‘I AM Presence” want to impart to assist your attainment toward your next level.

· Everyday spend time writing your thoughts, desires and aspirations. Also write about the issues you desire to heal and the attitudes you need to change in order to manifest your mastery. 

· It is important during this week to focus on why you have chosen to experience this journey in Mount Shasta. Choose wisely any outside activities that you might want to engage in during your sacred time in Mount Shasta. 
· Nourish your body and your soul well. Feed your body with simple and nutritious foods. Look for food containing the highest vibration. Drink plenty of pure water. Mount Shasta water is pure and good quality from the tap!. Bring water with you each day. We will provide you with extra drinking water during the day if you need it while we are out in nature. 

· During the journey, we encourage participants not to partake in alcohol or other addictive substances such as recreational drugs, cigarette smoking, and/or other substances. 

· You are here, first and foremost, for your own expansion and your focus must be primarily on yourself. Use your discernment and use your personal time wisely, giving yourself time and space. Do not overload your personal time with additional activities that prevent you from integrating all that you are receiving each day. 

· Please use your discernment in taking photographs as it can create unnecessary distractions and disturbances in certain circumstances.. If you wish to take pictures of the group, please choose a time that is not disturbing the flow of energies at that moment. We want you to take photos of your experience in Mount Shasta and have that visual memory with you when you return home, but most importantly it should not be the goal and main focus of your journey. We ask that you be sensitive to the group as a whole. We do have lunch breaks and time after the sessions giving opportunities to take pictures.

· Make sure that you have a watch or phone or other time device with you at all times, to be aware of timing. We ask all participants to be “on time” for gatherings to avoid keeping others in the group waiting for you.

· During Ascension ceremonies, photos and recording are not permitted. This includes cell phones, iPads or any other electronic devices. The prayers formulated during such group experience are sacred and private and honored as such.
· An initiatic journey is a time when you have set aside other mundane activities, gifting yourself specific time to go inward, to advance the evolution of your consciousness and enlightenment. It is also about deepening your understanding of transformation and self-realization, understanding more about Ascension. It is an appropriate time to create a deeper inner heart connection within self and with people who are on the same wave length as you.  
· To register for the initiatic journeys in the Lemurian vibration, each participant must be familiar with the material shared from the Lemurian Wisdom and be comfortable with it. Before registering it is recommended that you read and are familiar with The Telos Book Series, Vol. 1, 2 and 3 and The Seven Sacred Flames. It is important that everyone in the group has an understanding that comes from knowing the material. 
· If you are not in agreement with our code of conduct, it is best to consider that this may not be the appropriate time for this opportunity and experience. We send you our love and blessings.
